Inventors of the ‘gromp’, this strong collection of music-makers each bring their unique voice to the stage as part a united front led by bassist Tamara Murphy. This collaborative group features Luke Howard (piano), Fran Swinn (guitar) & James McLean (drums).

Tamara Murphy has been developing her unique sound through her playing and song writing for many years now. Her other ensemble, Murphy's Law, released four albums and she plays with many other groups including Andrea Keller’s Transitions IV, Stoneflower, ATM15 Big Band and The James Macaulay Quartet, in addition to performing regularly all over Australia with some of Australia's leading jazz and pop musicians.

In late 2011, she won the inaugural Young Elder of Jazz Commission for the creation and presentation of a new work: Big Creatures & Little Creatures, which was premiered at the 2012 Melbourne International Jazz Festival.
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
